In 1987, an agreement was signed between the cities of
Solingen -Germany and Ness Ziona - Israel, by the then
serving mayor, Mr. Nissan Krupsky, and his counterpart Mr.
Gerd Kaimer.

The late Mr. Yossi Shevo served as mayor for nearly all of
those years, and when | was elected mayor, | was more than
happy to continue the tradition. In Solingen, the mayors also
changed, Mr. Ulrich Uibel Mr. Franz Haug, Mr. Norbert Fedit
and Mr. Tim Kurzbach. Despite these municipal changes, the
relationship between the twin cities remained unchanged -
stable and strong.

Our twin cities were called Bonds and Bridges. The Bridge
is a metaphor for the time line which starts in the past and
faces the future. The Bond is the timeline during which the
entire city embarked on a journey of openness and gaining
trust, while on the one hand, preserving the memory of the
Holocaust, and on the other hand, teaching mutual respect
and acceptance of the other.

This relationship comes in many different forms: exhibitions,
concerts, municipal delegations, economical and, of course,
youth delegations.

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For the first time in Ness Ziona, after over 30 years of friendship between
our twin cities, we are happy to present an interesting and unusual exhibition
which consists of original works done by 11 artists from Solingen, Germany.

Our twin city, Solingen, is located in a industrialized and populated area,
which has a long-standing and respected tradition of visual arts . Inter alia,
during the 15th-16th centuries the German Renaissance brought the field of
wood engraving to exceptional heights, especially by the renowned Albrecht
Direr, who left behind a very distinguished legacy in this field. In addition,
generations of the Holbein family also significantly contributed to engraving,
as well as life-like portraits. Perhaps the most famous one was Johann
Guttenberg, who introduced printing to the world and created, for the first
time ever, the possibility of widespread distribution of the Bible. These artistic
traditions from the past constitute a solid foundation for the productive work
of artists from Solingen being shown in Ness Ziona. The subject chosen for the
exhibition by the artists from Solingen is - “Out of the Box".

While contemplating this exhibition we, the spectators, should pay close
attention to the departure of the artists from their creative environment and
entering another space, in other words a place which is outside their comfort
zone. We all live in our own spaces. When these, become too narrow for us, it
is only natural for us to aspire to break out of these frames. In our days , when
technology is advancing at the most unprecedented rate in human history, we
are often called to think ‘out of the box’, which usually means ‘shaking up our
thought processes’ when we are at a decision-making crossroad.

The box is a metaphor for our environment: home, family, the community and
other factors which we identify with stability.

When it comes to a tangible box, we have to recognise the aspect of space in
the box. Even though the concept ‘space’ is somewhat ambiguous, a closed
space around you means a safe, familiar and friendly place. When it becomes
oppressive, we naturally gravitate towards an open space, into the ‘outside’.

Under this heading, the artists gave freedom of expression to their works. As
already mentioned, while relying on many years of tradition, each artist gave
of themselves, their environment, the textures surrounding them, layered
landscapes, from digitally-processed integrated collages, historical quotes, and
from their version of their infancy - from the traditional fields of print, painting,
and sculpture.

This group of artists, together and separately, in their own special way, has
provided us with a momentary glimpse into the versatility of their world,
thereby enabling us a many-faceted visual experience.

We hope that the inspiration of the muses will make a significant contribution
to the building of a solid bridge between the painful past and a creative,
fruitful and reconciliatory future.

The starting point of this series are the pile dwellings that stand on the edge of
Lake Constance and are up to 3000 years old.

These dwellings at the transition zone from land to water were rammed into the
mud with several wooden piles.

The substructure forms the foundation for the houses built on it.

The infinite number of piles have awakened my interest with their leanings, their
connections to each other and their inherent forms.
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Using a digital camera, Manuela Stein focuses on details of
her body. In doing so, she develops a pictorial world that

is specific, and sometimes archetypal. With their delicate
internal structures and folds, the surfaces of the skin constitute
the starting point and are the raw material of her art.

Engaging in a dialogue of nearness and distance, of
objectivity and emotionality, she trains her sights on feet and
hands, for example, fingers and toes in a way that makes

them seem abstract and provides space for a variety of

interpretations. She mirrors and twists, she replicates and
copies, she processes and creates new contexts.

The chosen presentation style and the naming of her
works objectify the sometimes very intimate view of body
details: scientific collections and typological order systems
for flora and fauna are being associated, as well as the
archiving and anonymizing management of personal data
and characteristics.
